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Standard of Conduct and Code of Ethics

Members of Singapore PGA shall be penalized if they fail to observe the Standard of Conduct and
Code of Ethics as following:

1. The members shall observe and comply with the code of Ethics so as to ensure that the
Association is and remains a hallmark of service, honesty, fair dealings and courtesy.

2. A member shall be deemed to have violated the Code of Ethics of the Association if he is
found guilty by the Executive Committee or its appointed Sub-Committee of conduct likely to
injure or discredit the reputation of the Association or any of its Members, or is contrary to
the policy or objects of the Association or willfully violates or disregards the Constitution of
the Association or any Regulation made pursuant thereto upon any complaint made and
received by the Association.

4. Failure to complete the round S$$200.00 fine

6. Failure to comply with rule of golf ** S$$200.00 fine **

7. Failure to comply with dress code S$$200.00 fine

** The abovementioned rule is subject to the board of Committee’s decision and cases to cases.

Players who stop play due to injures MUST submit a medical certificate to the organizers within
five (5) working days from the last date of the event.

When the entry has been accepted by the Organizing Committee, the player must submit in writing
the Organizing Committee, their reason(s) for withdrawal.

The Organising Committee views last minutes cancellation/withdrawal very serious as may at their
discretion; impose a ban on the player for future tournaments, in addition to penalties mentioned

above.
